Opening Address: Teaching History IS Literacy Teaching, Or Why I Love the Core Standards!

Teaching and learning history requires attention to how we read and write texts – all types of texts – to develop understanding of the past and the present.  Using classroom examples, Bob Bain’s short talk will focus on the challenges students face in reading historical sources and constructing historical arguments, and ways teachers might help students manage the challenges.

Moving away from the text and out of the classroom is an act of rebellion and faith: rebellion against tradition

and inertia and faith in one’s own instincts, in one’s students and fellow teachers and in a future better than the

present. Incorporating resources from beyond the classroom actually inspires teachers and students to act like

historians, to see and interpret texts and events in the context of other texts and events. Innovative teachers

can find partners and ample resources outside the formal educational community. Like the young African

Americans who committed to the Civil Rights Movement of the 1960s, these teachers believe that rebellion is less

scary than the status quo and that faith is best sustained by collaboration.
